Quick fire interview — Alice

Editors note: Have you ever thought
about taking your dogs on holiday?
It's an excellent thing to do and
enables you to make memories with
those wagging tails. | took my
previous Dobermanns away on a
number of occasions but only for
holidays in the UK. Now we hear
from our Kennel Manager on what
it's like to take your dogs on holiday
overseas.

We started with the UK and
then we got bold

We have always tried to take our
two dogs with us on short breaks,
they had been to a few places in
the UK and we started to wonder
whether we could plan our main
family holiday to include them too.

Our children are 12 & 13 so we are
quite tied to the school holidays and
so everywhere is incredibly busy
and we obviously can't guarantee to
have any sunshine here in the UK!

We wondered if a holiday in France
could be the answer. We said we'd
give it a go and we're currently on
our third trip, with a fourth booked
for August.

The paperwork!

The most daunting part was all of
the paperwork needed for the pups.
They had to have a rabies jab at
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least 21 days before travelling, then
an AHC certificate issued within 10
days of travel. It's certainly not
possible to do anything very last
minute and it does take some
planning but the rabies vaccine lasts
for 3 years so that's pretty handy.

On the way back, the dogs need a
wormer before returning to the UK but
luckily my husband has some French
(and there is always Google!).

Just when we feel like
we're pros at it, the
government have
recently decided that
pet passports are going
to make a comeback,
but not to worry as this
will hopefully make it
much easier to travel.

So what do our French holidays look
like? The first year we rented a
converted barn with a pool and 12
acres of land, about 30 minutes from
Limoges.

And the cost?
This sounds really extravagant but in
terms of cost it was a bit cheaper than
paying for an all inclusive break
somewhere like Greece or Spain -
and | didn't have to spend the time
feeling guilty about leaving the dogs.

We were lucky that the owners lived
next door and originally came from
near to where we live in the UK, so it
was a very gentle introduction to
holidaying in France and they gave
us lots of help and advice.

They had 3 beautiful dogs, one of
which was a German Pointer named
Otto who frequently hopped the
fence to come and play. It seems
Daisy has decided that he is her new
boyfriend!

The second time we went we wanted
to explore a different area so settled

on a house, again with a pool for the
kids, in the Dordogne.

This had a couple of acres which
was great for the dogs to roam, and
very quiet so would have suited a
family that has reactive or anxious
dogs, as there were no neighbours
or passers by.

The roads tend to be much quieter
in France so each morning we
could walk them before it got too
hot. They then spent the rest of the
day sunbathing or pottering around
the land, with them trying to eat the
fruit from the trees!

The journey is a long one, and in all
honesty it's the drive down to

. Folkestone to hop on the tunnel that
is the worst bit. There is a lovely little
area where the dogs can stretch their
legs though once we arrive.
